Screen Arts: Portfolio Requirements

Application Review Process:

Applications are reviewed in the order they are received. Applications meeting the criteria of program
prerequisites and portfolio review will be offered a seat in a program section, if available. Accordingly,
early preparation and submission is recommended. If your portfolio is not successful, deficiencies will be
noted and you will be given the opportunity to address them and re-submit your application, as time
permits.

Portfolio Requirements:

You will see what you are required to submit starting on page 2.

Portfolio Assessment:

Each submission requires evidence that demonstrates your potential to build on your skills in the program
and place you at a level where you can be successful.

Portfolio Submission:

Once completed, you may send your portfolio through one of the following methods:

If sharing through a link/lURL, send an email to:

Please include your name, your W-number, the program you are applying to, and the link in the
body of the email.

Verify that the link is active and accessible from any computer.

Ensure files are well-organized; reflect the names of the portfolio components; and can be
easily located, opened, and read by computers other than the one you used to create your
portfolio.

If submitting printed copies
Please do not submit original copies of your portfolio documents

Do not staple or bind your work, although you may want to consider using protective plastic
sleeves

All submitted components should be easily identifiable, so ensure all pieces have your name on
them, are clearly labelled, and organized in the required format

Prints must be numbered in sequence from 1 to 24 and have your name on each photograph

Portfolio Requirements:

Resume

This should outline previous work experience and education. Emphasize skills and experiences
that relate to the film industry (this can be quite diverse).

Letters of Reference (3)

You must submit three letters of reference. They should be from individuals who have first-hand
experience of your past achievements and commitment to learning. All letters should include a
contact number.

Photographic Story (24 photos)
You are required to submit a story told through 24 photographs.

You are behind the camera to demonstrate your skills in photographing and composing images
to tell a story. This is an original work created for the application that emphasizes narrative
visual storytelling.

Carefully consider everything that appears in the photographs you will be shooting to tell your
story. Consider the physical setting (location), how the action is staged (blocking of actors), how
it is framed (composition), the order for the images (the beginning, middle and end of the story),
and how it is photographed (technical).
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The images can be created with a disposable camera, a 35mm SLR camera, a digital still
camera or other quality camera. The images should not be digitally manipulated and should not

contain written descriptions.
